As the civilian Exceptional Family Member Program Family Support Coordinator it is my privilege to serve as a connection for you and your family member that has been identified with a special medical and/or educational need. All EFMP documentation is maintained through the 17th Medical Group. Enrollment in this program is mandatory for military members who have a family member, child or adult, with a physical, emotional, developmental or intellectual disability that requires special treatment, therapy, education, training or counseling. This ensures that the family member’s documented medical and educational needs are considered during the assignment process. 
Support is provided by all branches of the military. They work in conjunction with one another.  Medical Service is known as EFMP-Medical and services are provided through the Med Group located at the Ross Clinic, 325-654-4672.  EFMP-Family Support is the community support provided by Airman and Family Readiness Centers, 325-654-3893. EFMP-M and EFMP-FS work together to provide your family with comprehensive and coordinated medical, education, community support. Together these organizations are able to coordinate on and off base agencies to enhance the quality of life for your family as they relocate around the world.
